(Since the last Annual Meeting on June 3, 2009) 

 

 The Wilmington Historical Society has as its mission to collect, preserve, display and interpret the 

documents, photographs and artifacts that tell the unique story of how the people of this remote, mountainous small 

town with big ideas have adapted and survived in the harsh yet beautiful environment of the Adirondacks. Now almost 
7 years old, we are a 501 (c) (3) not-for–profit organization having received a New York State Provisional Charter in 

2003.  In March 2008 we applied for our permanent charter, an extensive paperwork process, which will result in either 

having our petition granted or in having our provisional charter extended. We are currently waiting to hear from the New 

York State Education Department which will conduct a site visit before making its recommendation. (Due to NY State 
budget constraints, we’ve been told this procedure is taking longer than usual.)The current officers are:  President ---

Karen Marshall Peters, Vice-President--- Merri Carol Peck, Treasurer--- Robert Cressey, Secretary--- Nancy Cressey, 

Trustees--- Doug Wolfe, Guy Stephenson, and Linda Joss-Dyke.  We meet monthly on the 1st Wednesday of each 

month, at 7 pm at the Wilmington Community Center (*note that we do NOT meet in December). An “Open 

Discussion” on a Wilmington History-related topic starts each meeting, and lasts about an hour. Members and the 

general public are encouraged to attend. Refreshments are served. Our location in the Wilmington Community 
Center has allowed us to both house and display our collections of archival materials and artifacts, as well as make 

available our small research library, all in the same centralized location. We have new research hours for researchers, 
genealogists, and for those who would just like to browse our collection --- the 3rd Tuesday of each month, from 6 pm-

9pm. (Dates for the remainder of 2010:  June 15,  July 20, Aug.17,  Sept.21,  Oct.19,  Nov.16,  Dec.21.) Hours by appointment will be 
all year long by calling the Karen Peters at 518-420-8370 or Merri Carol Peck at 518-946-7627.

Each year, people make donations of photos, files, notebooks, brochures, maps, genealogies, and artifacts. We have 
watched our collection grow each year. In 2009 we had 13 accessions. Our historical collection is stored and displayed 

using best archival practices and is insured against loss. Each donor signs a Deed of Gift giving the WHS permission to 

“possess” the objects, photos, files, etc. In return, the donor may claim the gift as tax deductible since we are a 501 (c) (3) 
not-for-profit organization.

Wilmington Historical Society sponsored and funded a program at Lake Placid Middle School with Kate Messner as

read excerpts from her middle grade novel Spitfire, set during the Battle of Valcour Island in 1776, signed books, and 
presented an interactive, multimedia slide show about the real 12-year-old who fought in the battle. Kids were 
invited to ask questions, handle artifact replicas, taste the food, and try on the clothes of an 18th century sailor. Kate 
was also able to explain how she uses historical artifacts and historical records to assist in her writing. By all accounts 
the event was a success, and she has since supplied the WHS with signed copies of her books Spitfire  and Champlain 
and the Silent One for our library. We were pleased to be able to support both history and literature with this event. 
In the follow-up, we will continue to offer our services as a local history repository to both students and teachers.
